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Recurrent oral ulcer by acupuncture treated by
acupuncture Tianzhu point and Fengchi point:
A case report
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Abstract Recurrent oral ulcer is a common disease in oral mucosal disease. At present, drug therapy is mostly used to treat
this disease, mainly to relieve local pain and reduce the frequency of oral ulcer. This case started with the cervical
spine, mainly through needling Tianzhu point and Fengchi point, and cooperating with the patient’s cervical spine
maintenance and conditioning, and the clinical effect was remarkable.
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
